2020 Elections Are Fast Approaching 
Voters will have two elections, the 

Primary Election on August 11th 

and the General Election on 

November  3rd ,  in  which  to 

participate. 

City of f ices  on the General 

Election ballot include the mayor 

and two council seats.  The filing 

period for these seats starts July 

28th and ends August 11th. 

The State of Minnesota allows 

anyone to vote absentee ballot 

w h e r e  i n  t h e  p a s t  c e r t a i n 

requirements needed to be met.  

Also, new this year due to the 

Coronavirus Pandemic, registered 

absentee voters will not need a 

witness signature on the ballot 

envelope. 

Absentee voting will take place 

from June 26th through August 

10th.  To apply for an absentee 

ballot, residents are able to do 

this via the USPS or online at 

the Secretary of State’s website:  

sos.state.mn.us/elections-voting/. 

Click on Other Ways to Vote and 

follow the prompts.  Residents 

may  a l so  f ind  a  p r in table 

absentee ballot application if 

they prefer not to do it online.  

Hennepin County residents that 

apply online will receive their 

ballots directly from Hennepin 

County. 

Residents from either Hennepin 

or Wright County may apply for 

an absentee ballot in person at 

City Hall and receive their ballot 

to take home.  Ballots may be 

returned to City Hall or mailed 

in  with a pre-paid  postage 

envelope.  

There are two absentee ballot 

applications as inserts to the 

newsletter for the convenience of 

residents.  

During the actual election days, 

the City of Hanover is taking 

precautions to make the voting 

experience at City Hall as safe as 

possible. 

Voters will be directed through 

signage and floor markings to 

their County locations.  There will 

be a defined entrance and exit 

with one-way traffic.  Election 

judges will be provided masks and 

gloves and will be seated behind 

an acrylic shield.  Voters will be 

given a single-use pen to mark the 

b a l l o t .  I f  v o t er s  f ee l  m or e 

comfortable wearing a mask, they 

are welcome to do so.  Areas will 

be sanitized throughout the 

election day.

Cash or checks 

made out to the City of Hanover will be accepted.  No credit or debit cards.

In participating in Clean Up Day, residents agree to defend, fully indemnify and hold harmless the City of 

Hanover from any and all claims, demands, costs, damages, losses, actions, and causes of action or 

judgements of whatever nature arising out of the use of the premises and during the removal of items for 

Clean Up Day.

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Hanover City Cemetery and Columbarium 

Rental Facilities During COVID-19 
As of June 15, 2020, the rental 

facilities for the City of Hanover 

have re-opened.  This includes 

the Community Room within 

City Hall and the Settler’s Park 

Shelter and Pavilion.  The 

guidelines outl ined by the 

Centers for Disease Control and 

Prevent ion (CDC) and the 

M i nnes ot a  Departm ent  o f 

H e a l t h  ( M D H )  a r e  b e i n g 

followed.  

The Community Room is limited 

to gatherings of 75 people or 

less with social distancing 

encouraged.  The Settler’s Park 

S h e l t e r  a n d  P a v i l i o n  i s 

considered an outdoor venue so 

up to 250 people are allowed to 

gather. 

D u r i n g  t h e  C o r o n a v i r u s 

Pandemic, a sanitizing fee will 

be charged for both facilities.  

That information has been 

added to the City’s website and 

rental forms. 

T a b l e s  a nd  c ha i r s  i n  t h e 

Community Room will reflect the 

capacity allowed plus those 

needed for event.  Renters are 

e n c o u r a g e d  t o  u s e  t a b l e 

c o v e r i n g s ,  d i s p o s a b l e  o r 

reusable, on the picnic tables in 

the Shelter. 

As more people are allowed at 

gatherings, the rental facility 

information will be updated and 

posted on the City’s website. 

The cemeteries north of Hanover 

Elementary School are actually 

two different cemeteries:  the 

south portion is St.  Paul ’s 

Lutheran Cemetery and the 

no r th  p or t io n  i s  the  C i t y 

Cemetery.  A driveway divides 

the two cemeteries and curves 

around to the north and exits on 

County Road 19. 

T h e  C i t y  C e m e t e r y  a n d 

Co lum bar i um are  open  to 

anyone that wishes to have a 

final resting place in Hanover.   

Traditional casket burials are 

allowed as well as cremation 

burials.  Added last year is the 

columbarium which provides a 

cremation option in an above 

ground structure.  Each niche 

i n  t he  co l um bar ium  m ay 

contain two urns. 

To purchase a burial plot or a 

niche, stop by City Hall or call.  

The pricing depends on the type 

of burial plot or columbarium 

niche: 

• Traditional burial for a 

Hanover resident:  $750 

• Traditional burial for a non-

resident:  $1,000 

• Cremation plot for either 

resident or non-resident:  

$650 

• Columbarium niche for a 

Hanover resident:  $750 

• Columbarium niche for a non-

resident:  $900 

There are additional costs for 

locating a plot for burial or 

monument placement and for 

o p e n i n g  a n d  c l o s i n g  t h e 

columbarium niche.  These can be  

found on the Fee Statement on 

the City’s website.

Eac h  ye ar  f r o m  J une  1s t 

through September 30th, Joint 

Powers  Water  Board puts 

restriction in place regarding 

lawn irrigation, or sprinkling. 

Residents are allowed to irrigate 

their lawns based on their house 

ad dr ess  and  t im e  o f  d ay .  

A d d r e s s e s  t h a t  a r e  o d d -

numbered will irrigate on odd-

numbered days.  Addresses with 

even-numbered house numbers 

will irrigate on even-numbered 

days. 

Lawn irrigation cannot occur 

from 10 am to 7 pm. 

Hand watering is allowed as 

well as kids running through a 

sprinkler attached to a water 

hose. 

If a resident has newly placed 

sod or seed, they will need to 

contact Joint Powers Water 

Board at 763-497-3611 to claim 

exemption. 

Residents not following the 

restrictions will be fined.
